Explanation of the Course Grade:

The course grade will be computed on the basis of tests, announced quizzes , homework, in class assignments, oral and written reports and projects, as well as the individual effort put forth during the marking period. 

80% of the grade is determined by summative assessments (tests, designated projects and writing assignments, etc.).
20% of the grade is determined by projects, class participation, in-class assignments and other activities.
